ANTICIPATORY SET: (introduce skill): Play about 5 minutes of the telephone game.  Make it a sentence with some interesting twists to make sure that it will not end up the same.  Say it about a person so we can see how things that are passes around get messed up and give us an incorrect message about a person.

OBJECTIVE: (describe appropriate behavior):  To become a strong, united team

Explain reason or value:  Refer back to the telephone game.  The game can be fun but how could that kind of mix up also be hurtful?  Have any of you experienced gossip? How did it feel? How did it affect things?  Gossip can bring division. In order for us to work to our best we need to be a team.  In order to be a team, we have unity- the opposite of division. Then have them watch Remember the Titans.  After viewing this movie ask how did this team become strong?  What kind of obstacles did they face.   How can we become strong?  What kind of obstacles could we face?

CHECKING FOR UNDERSTANDING:  Give the students some examples of situations that would create disunity and some that create unity.  See if they can pick them out. 

· A student tells another student that Gary smells

· A student sees Karen looking puzzled over her math and asks do you understand it.

· A student sees bobby looking grouchy and gives them time to themselves before they react to them.  They later ask if they are o.k.

· A student hears something about another student and then tells another friend what they just heard.  

· A student gives out erasers to everyone in their team except Joy because they don’t know them like that. 


Then ask them for the non-unity examples what they would need to do differently.

Guided: Have the students brainstorm a unity example and a non-unity example with a partner.  Have them correct their non-unity example.  Then have them come up front and demonstrate their examples.

Independent:  Have each student make a list of unity examples on paper. Time them for 3 minutes.  Then have them share around their team.  In the end have the team give 5 example that they want to make public to the class.  Then we will share as a class.  I will write them on an overhead as they share.  Then we will post them in the classroom so we can remember then throughout the year.
