Example: You are at the door when a child arrives.  A child arrives, and you say, “Good morning.  They say, “What ‘s so good about it.  I’m just here because I don’t have anywhere better to be.

Correct Behavior:  They came through the door.

Incorrect Behavior: They weren’t polite and had a bad attitude

Skill or Behavior: How to give a greeting

Related Guideline for success: Respect 

Choose some of the following examples and reflect on the four aspects that the example above demonstrates. 

· You ask the children what they learned yesterday.  A child volunteers appropriately, you call on them, and they say, “ Jodi’s messing with me.”

· In a small group activity to plan a skit, you ask,” What should we do to show others our scripture?” Two students give suggestions.  The third has their head down, looking away, not saying anything.

· A child is walking around bothering others.  You tell them they need to sit down.  They say, ”O.k. after I tell Sam something.”

· You tell a child that because they are not following directions, he will not get the treat you are giving at the end.  He looks at you and says, “You’ll be sorry”

· While you are speaking to the group about what is coming up next, a child bursts in the room and says, “Guess why I’m late”

· A child argues,  “ I didn’t do it; you didn’t see me,” when you visit with them about their behavior.

· A child kicks another student for butting in line to get their treat.

· A child walks up to you and says,” Gimme my treat!”
