1. You have a child who is constantly up and out of their assigned spot.  They blurt out answers and blurt out things at inappropriate times.  They are constantly disturbing their neighbors, and you find yourself correcting them verbally many times.  Make up a plan of action for this student. 

2.There is a child who in your small group is constantly complaining they don’t want to be there, says, “ This is boring.”   When you are trying to get others in the group to share out, she is busy doing something other than what she is supposed to be doing.  When you correct her and give her a “time-out”, she is giving very defiant body language.  When she is back in the room and the group time is over, you hear her say very loudly to another helper, “I don’t like, Miss Michelle.  She is mean and she talks to you when you are in trouble.  Nobody wants to hear what she has to say.” 

3. You have a child who comes but doesn’t mix with any of the other children.  When it is time to share she refuses to share just saying,” I don’t have anything to say.”  When it is time to participate in activities, she just lays on the floor and says she is too  tired or just plain, “ I don’t want to.”
